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History of the Foundation

A On June 8, 1996, 5-year old Elena Yafez
was raped and murdered by a 33-year
old man. In 1998, against all expectations,
the Appellate Court of Concepcion reduced
the sentence the rapist had received from
the trial court.

The defenselessness of this low-income
family in its dealings with the judicial system
hit Chilean businessman Andronico Luksic
hard, who, in an effort to ensure justice,
brought together a team of experienced
attorneys to represent the Yanez family free
of charge.
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A Fundacion Amparo y Justicia was born
to provides legal, psychological and
social welfare assistance to families
who have lost a child as a result of R
sexual abuse. The Foundation also H il
works to minimize the secondary
victimization of sexually abused

children.

A Since 1998, Fundacién Amparo vy
Justicia has provided support to 32
families and stands as the only NGO
specializing in this type of case that
provides comprehensive, coordinated
legal, social and psychological care.
